2103.11 Reports of Cases of Suspected Statutory Rape
Requirement
For the purpose of determining whether a child is safe (See 2103.18), accept a report of statutory rape when it is reported that the parent has not taken steps to protect the child.

Procedures/Practice Issues
A person commits the offense of statutory rape when he or she engages in sexual intercourse or has other sexual contact with any person under the age of sixteen years and not his or her spouse.

A report of statutory rape may be made to law enforcement by a social services or an economic support case manager.  If the client is active in both programs, the program case manager who makes the referral notifies the other involved case manager of the referral and the date of the referral.

Include in a report referred to law enforcement:

· Any known identifying information about the alleged maltreater, including name, age and address;

· Any information shared by the victim regarding the circumstances of the rape; and

· Victim's age at time of impregnation if the child is pregnant, has delivered a child that is the product of the rape or has been impregnated, but did not carry the pregnancy to term.
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
