Components of a Report

Requirement
A report of child maltreatment includes the following three components:

1. A known or unknown individual who may be the:

· Parent;

· Guardian;

· Foster parent;

· Employee of a public or private residential home or facility or a day care facility;

· Custodian (a person standing in loco parentis);

· Caretaker, including any other person continually or at regular intervals found in the same household or caretaking unit for the child when the conduct of such person causes or contributes harm associated with abuse, neglect or exploitation (e.g. boy/girl friend);

· Stepparent;

· Adoptive parent (prior to finalization); or, 

· School personnel.

2. A child from birth up to eighteen years of age.

3. A report of conditions that indicate child maltreatment.
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
