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SUBJECT:
Childcare and Parent Services

POLICY

It is the policy of the Department of Human Resources to arrange and provide child care as a support service to low income families and families whose children need protective services. For low income families, child care is subsidized so that the adults may maintain employment, and/or attend school or a training program. For families whose children need protective services, child care is subsidized to prevent abuse and neglect of children and to reduce the risk of separation of the child from the parent.

C. Applicability

All county and state Department of Family and Children Services employees with Childcare and Parent Services program responsibilities, consumers, and child care service providers.

D. Definitions

1. "Child care" means to provide care and experiences essential to the health, growth, and development for children for less than twenty-four hours a day in a setting selected by the client. 

2. "Low income" means that the child resides with a family whose income does not exceed 85 percent of the state's median income for a family of the same size.

3. "Protective services" are social services for children who are maltreated (neglected, abused, or exploited) or who are at risk of maltreatment.

E. Responsibilities

The Director of the Childcare and Parent Services Section of the Division of Family and Children Services is responsible for developing, issuing and updating the program manuals to implement policy under the signature of the Division Director.

G. Evaluation

The outcomes of this directive are evaluated by the Evaluation and Reporting Section of the Division of Family and Children Services. The Evaluation and Reporting Section conducts annual planned intensive reviews of the Childcare and Parent Services program in the county offices to determine if they are in compliance with federally mandated standards. Failure to meet the standards may result in a loss of federal funding.
